designer, writer, educator and philosopher who 
designed more than 1,000 projects and 
completed more than 400, at least 300 still 
standing. A strong influence on world 
architecture, he was noted for emphasizing 
organic forms. His designs ranged from private 
homes to office buildings, churches, schools, 
hotels, and museums. For his buildings he often 
also designed furnishings and stained glass 
accents, parts of the total design. Wright, a 
lifelong Unitarian, was raised from infancy by 
his mother to be an architect. After schooling, 
he moved to Chicago and worked for famous 
architect Louis Sullivan, designing houses. By 
1900 Wright's own studio was designing dozens 
of “Prairie Houses” with horizontal lines and 
open floor plans. Famous examples include Robie
House in Chicago and Westcott House in 
Springfield, OH. In this period he also designed 
and built Unity Temple in Oak Park, IL, home to 
a Unitarian congregation that was his own 
church. During the 1920s, Wright’s most famous 
project was the Imperial Hotel in Tokyo, which 
survived the Great Kanto earthquake of 1923 
that killed 142,000. In the 1930s his most 
famous project was Fallingwater in Pennsylvania, 
an icon of organic architecture, which evolves 
naturally out of its context: wood houses in 
forested areas, stone houses in the desert, 
brick in flat cityscapes, cinder block in rocky 
urban areas (Hollyhock House in Los Angeles). 
A well-known 1940s design was First Unitarian 
Meeting House in Madison, WI, with its great 
soaring roofline that now shelters the world’s 
largest UU congregation. In the 1950s, the 
spiraling, shell-like Guggenheim Museum rose in 
New York City. Wright’s best-known buildings in 
the SWUUC area are Price Tower in 
Bartlesville, OK, and Kalita Humphreys Theatre 
in Dallas. In city planning, Wright can take some 
of the credit, and the blame, for the concept of 
decentralized cities, of which Arlington is a

Meet Frank Lloyd Wright
Frank Lloyd Wright (1867-
1959) was recognized 
posthumously by the 
American Institute of 
Architects as “the 
greatest American 
architect of all time.”
Born in Wisconsin, he was 
an architect, interior

modified example. His structures are notable for 
their use of natural light, big window expanses, 
“total design” and comfortable fit into their 
environment, which these days could be seen as 
an expression of the Seventh Principle.
